RELEASE AND WAIVER OF LIABILITY, ASSUMPTION OF RISK AND INDEMNITY AGREEMENT RELATING TO COVID-19 AND  
GENERAL RELEASE RELATING TO PARK ACTIVITIES AND PRESENCE AT PARK FACILITIES

The undersigned executes this RELEASE AND WAIVER OF LIABILITY, ASSUMPTION OF RISK AND INDEMNITY AGREEMENT  
RELATING TO NOVEL CORONA VIRUS/COVID-19 ( COVID-19 RELEASE ) and this GENERAL RELEASE RELATING TO PARK  
ACTIVITIES AND PRESENCE AT PARK FACILITIES (GENERAL RELEASE).

In executing this COVID-19 RELEASE and GENERAL RELEASE, I acknowledge, understand, covenant and agree as follows:

1.	 I represent that I have the complete and unrestricted legal capacity and legal authority to execute this COVID Release and General 
Release.

2.	 I agree that I shall at all times follow the Guidelines when participating in the FWPRD Programs/Activities and when present in, on or 
about the FWRD Facilities. This includes the following Code of Conduct.  Be considerate, kind, courteous and respectful to others.  I 
agree to use courteous language at all times; racial remarks, swearing, malicious gossip and sexual harassment will not be tolerated. I will 
show proper care and respect for the property of FWPRD and others. I will maintain the standard dress and hygiene code. I understand 
that actions or behavior which violate the Code of Conduct may result in disciplinary actions that may include a written warning, sus-
pension or removal from the facility. 

3.	 I acknowledge and agree that there are certain risks associated with my participation in the FWPRD Programs/ Activities and my pres-
ence in, on or about the FWPRD Facilities, including but not limited to the following risks: (a) exposure to or contraction of COVID 
19 in connection with or as a result of my participation in the FWPRD Programs/Activities and/or my presence in, on or about the 
FWPRD Facilities; (b) the increase in the risk to such exposure or contraction being caused by or resulting from the intentional or

4.	 Notwithstanding my acknowledgment and understanding of the above-described risks, I desire to participate in the FWPRD Programs/
Activities and/ or be present in, on or about the FWPRD Facilities and, in consideration thereof: (a) I voluntarily and willingly assume 
and take sole and complete responsibility for any such risk which I may encounter; and (b) I hereby forever release, waive, discharge, 
covenant not to sue, hold harmless and indemnify FWPRD, the City of Fort Wayne Board of Park Commissioners (“BPC”), the City of 
Fort Wayne, Indiana (“City”), American Legion Indiana #47, Turnstone, Corner Pocket, Putt-Putt Fun Center, Chuck E. Cheese, Dead Eye 
Dick’s, MVP Lanes, Fort Wayne Disc Golf Club, Lions Park, Parkview Heart Institute, Park Place Senior Living, Indiana Donor Network, 
DO McComb & Sons, WANE 15,  American Senior Communities, IU Health, HoneyBaked Ham, 41 North, Silver Birch, Fort Wayne Pick-

I am 
aware that in executing this COVID-19 release and general release I am forfeiting my valuable legal rights, including the right to recover 
damages from FWPRD, BPC and the City occasioned by property damage, personal injury, disability, death and other loss which relates 
directly or indirectly to my exposure to or to or contraction of the Novel Corona Virus - COVID-19, my participation in the FWPRD 
programs/activities and my presence in, on or about the FWPRD facilities. I expressly understand and agree that this COVID-19 release 
and general release is a promise by me not to sue and a release of indemnification for all claims which may otherwise be asserted by me 
or on my behalf by another party.
